140 Agriculture I

GRADE LEVEL : 9    SEMESTERS: 2


ELECTIVE

The requirements for this course is to become an active FFA member, have a Supervised Occupational Experience Program or Productive Project, or plans for one by the end of the semester and to maintain a Record Book for the S.O.E.  Course content is as follows: orientation and relationships of agriculture and agricultural business occupations.  Developing leadership through the activities of the FFA, leadership contests, judging contests, and parliamentary procedure.  An introduction to supervised farming projects; on-farm and off-farm occupations and learning experiences.  Showing and demonstrating the importance of good records and the ability to select good quality livestock.  A beginning course in animal nutrition, feeds, and feeding.  Swine, beef, dairy, and sheep production and livestock judging.  Introductions to shop, shop safety and again power mechanics.  Carpentry and wood construction; required projects as well as individual projects.  Mini units in horse production, poultry production and career opportunities in Agriculture.

240 Agriculture Education 2

GRADE LEVEL: 10  SEMESTERS:  2


ELECTIVE
The requirements for this course are to become an active FFA member, maintain a S.O.E. program or productive project and complete a record book for the S.O.E.   Course content is as follows: instruction in the FFA organization, leadership responsibilities, proficiency awards, committee work, state and national activities, maintaining supervised farming programs, record keeping, ag. Math, weed identification and control, soil identification and management, soil judging, water management, soil fertility and fertilization, soil testing, fertilizer use and recommendation, plant growth and photosynthesis; corn, soybean, small grains, oats, and forage crop production; horticulture, gardens, and home landscaping; parliamentary procedure instruction, group discussion, public and extemporaneous speaking and leadership qualities; metals shop: arc welding, wire, and carbon arc; oxy-acetylene welding-brazing, fusion, etc. 

340 Agriculture Education 3

GRADE LEVEL:  11    SEMESTERS:  2  PREREQ:  Ag1 and Ag 2

ELECTIVE

The requirements for this course are to be an active FFA member and maintain a S.O.E.  Course content is as follows: advanced FFA instruction, maintaining supervised farming programs, livestock judging and selection; animal genetics, breeding and reproduction, artificial insemination techniques, meat science identification, selection, management, nutrition, and judging; farm management-records and analysis, marketing, problems of cropping systems, and livestock systems; forestry production-renovation and construction of farm shelterbelt and field windbreak.

341 Agriculture Business

GRADE LEVEL:  12     SEMESTERS:  2  PREREQ:  Ag1 or 2 or 3

ELECTIVE

This semester course is designed to emphasize agricultural business management.  Students will have hands-on experience with computers and concentrate on the areas of business organization, record keeping and analysis, marketing, credits and finance and taxes. 

342 Animal Science I & Principles of Crop Production
GRADE LEVEL:  12      PREREQUISITE:  Ag 1 & 2 AND Approval

ELECTIVE
This animal science class is a dual credit class in which the students will receive high school credit and three college credits in animal science.  This course is designed to provide students with a general overview of the livestock industry.  It identifies ways in which domestic animals serves a basic needs of humans for food, fiber, shelter, protection, fuel and emotional well-being.  Students will develop an understanding of and be able to apply the basic principles of animal selection, breeding, genetics, feeding, health, and husbandry practices.  As a student, you will become familiar with the economics and social issues that confront the livestock industry.

161 Computer Applications
GRADE LEVEL:

SEMESTERS: 1






ELECTIVE

This course will take an in-depth look at general purpose programs that can make the computer a useful tool to people.  Some of the tools and applications studied will be integration packages, desktop publishing, presentations, databases, and communications.  The course will also look at the impact of computers on society.

This course is designed to help students prepare for intelligent participation in the world of business.

ELECTIVE

As students progress through this course, they will take part in a simulated company and complete projects that integrate business terms, critical thinking strategies, and web-research skills into document reproduction.  It utilizes Microsoft Office XP components to extend each student’s skill in word processing, spreadsheets, databases, web design, and presentations.

365 Beginning Web Page Development (NIACC ECOM-100)
GRADE LEVEL: 11-12
SEMESTERS: 1
PREREQ: Computer Applications.


ELECTIVE
COURSE DESCRIPTION:  This class covers the basics of building a Web page. Students will learn basic coding with HTML and explore web development products such as Netscape's Composer to build a web page. Students will also learn how to post a web page on a web server to be seen on the Internet, add graphics, change fonts, add colors, develop navigation, and design tables. Students receive NIACC credit for this class. One thing we will not do in this class is expect you to be a professional web designer. The content and the pace of the class are designed to accommodate students who are not HTML coders nor experienced designers.

Family &Consumer Science 

170  Foods & Nutrition I
GRADE LEVEL:  9-12   SEMESTERS:  1






 ELECTIVE

Provides instruction in practical food preparation skills, basic nutrition and consumer management.  The contribution of food to a healthy lifestyle is important in this course with a special emphasis on a heart healthy diet.  Establishing healthy eating habits, nutrients, dietary guidelines, the food pyramid, and balancing food intake with energy use will be the basic nutrition study. Lab experience is included.

270  Foods & Nutrition II
GRADE LEVEL: 10-12 SEMESTERS:  1     PREREQUISITE:  Foods I 



ELECTIVE

This course explores the basic areas of food preparations skills, nutrition and consumer management in greater depth.  Meal planning, cultural/ethnic foods, entertaining with food, table settings and manners are examples of added units. Lab experience is included.

370  Foods & Nutrition III
GRADE LEVEL:  11-12  SEMESTERS:  1   PREREQUISITE: Foods I & II or Seniors 

ELECTIVE

This course is designed to meet the needs of students with a definite interest in the area of food and nutrition.  It offers units tailored to the individual interests of the students.  More main dish cooking will be included.  Food related careers, food in a global world, and community service will be unit additions.  Lab experience is included.

GRADE LEVEL:  10-12   SEMESTERS:  1






ELECTIVE

ELECTIVE

ELECTIVE

Vocal Music is an opportunity for students to participate in choral activities including Mixed Chorus, Girls Chorus, and the select group, Meistersingers*. Music of all types is included in chorus, and an appreciation for different styles of music is emphasized.  Participation in chorus ensures each student an opportunity to participate in school concerts, music festivals and state music contests.(* Meistersinger Chamber Choir:  The ensemble is formed by auditions in August and rehearses before the school day two days a week.)


Foreign Language
122 Spanish I
Grade level: 9-12
Semesters: 2 

Prereq: Spanish Exploratory or English grade of C- or better recommended.

ELECTIVE

Spanish I emphasize, reading, listening, and writing (with some controlled speaking situations) in the target language in the present tense forms.  Basic structures and vocabulary are introduced so that students can begin to converse in Spanish about everyday occurrences.  Memory work, organization and good study skills are very helpful.  Some aspects of Spanish-speaking cultures are studied.  Pair and group activities, daily homework, tests, projects, skits, songs and videos will be used to reinforce language and culture acquisition.

222 Spanish II
GRADE LEVEL:
10-12
SEMESTERS: 2
PREREQUISITE: Spanish I


ELECTIVE

Spanish II continues to emphasize reading, listening, writing, and speaking in the target language.  Speaking scenarios are a bit more open-ended.  Students review Spanish I materials and build on these basics.  More complex structures, such as past tense and progressive tense, are learned and practiced to improve and expand communication skills. Some aspects of Spanish-speaking cultures are studied.  Pair and group activities, daily homework, tests, projects, skits, songs and videos will be used to reinforce language and culture acquisition.

322 Spanish III
GRADE LEVEL:
11-12
SEMESTERS: 2
PREREQUISITE: Spanish II


ELECTIVE

In Spanish III, the emphasis continues to be on writing, listening, reading and speaking in the target language.  Speaking scenarios are more open-ended.  Spanish I and II materials are reviewed and built upon, adding further vocabulary and tenses to increase communication abilities.  Various aspects of Spanish-speaking cultures are studied.  Some flexibility of content will be possible depending on class interests.  Pair and group activities, daily homework, tests, projects, skits, songs and videos will be used to reinforce language and culture acquisition. Spanish III students also take a field trip to Festival of Nations at the end of April in St. Paul, MN, to further explore world cultures.

GRADE LEVEL:
12
SEMESTERS: 2
PREREQUISITE: Spanish III


ELECTIVE

In Spanish IV, more emphasis is placed on speaking, but writing, reading and listening skills continue to be developed. Students review materials learned in Spanish I, II, and III and build on the knowledge by adding further tenses, forms and vocabulary to further develop communication skills.  Some flexibility of content will be possible depending on class interests.  Pair and group activities, daily homework, tests, projects, skits, songs and videos will be used to reinforce language and culture acquisition.  Spanish IV students will also have the opportunity to teach beginning Spanish to elementary students in 2nd semester.  


Industrial Technology
Students take Industrial Technology classes at Garner HS.
145 Drafting 1

GRADE LEVEL:  9-12     SEMESTERS:  1


ELECTIVE

Drafting I provides instruction in basic drafting, Solid Works, and the use of the plasma cam.  This course has been designed to make drafting meaningful and challenging to the student.  In drafting, the student will spend time on:  drafting equipment, vocabulary terms, careers (real-world examples), lettering, sketching techniques, dimensioning, multi-view and isometric drawings, auxiliary views, one and two-point perspective drawings and pattern layouts.  Also, through the course of the semester the student will be exposed to our CAD program (Solid Works) in which the student will create detailed 3-D images, and the plasma cam (a process that entails the use of downloading images off the internet, to converting the image, and finalizing by viewing it being cut out on steel through the aide of our technology of our plasma cam machine in our shop.

347 CAD 1 (Computer Aided Drafting & Design)

Carpentry and Building Trades will cover units in flat concrete work, installation, floor, wall & roof framing, plumbing, heating, electrical, drywall installation & finish, painting, trim installation, cabinet installation.  Time will be spent on site with occasional classroom sessions.  This course meets multiple periods (two, three or four consecutive periods=block).  The number of periods involved depends on student's overall course selection.  One credit is awarded for passing grade earned per each period attended each day throughout each semester. Registration requires the instructor's approval.  Maximum of 8 students per section (total of 16).

There will be required exercises in each area.  One or two local plant tours will be scheduled throughout the semester to allow students to see local opportunities in the metal working field.

ELECTIVE

Students will study the various machines used in the metal shop. ELECTIVE

This course is designed to give students long-term projects in the metal working field.  Students will be using the lathe and milling machine, as well as learning about precision measurement and reading a print.  Students will be expected to have individual projects or work with a partner to complete a project.  Two to three local plant tours will be scheduled throughout the semester to allow students to see local opportunities in the metal working field.

385 Automotive 1: Power Mechanics 
GRADE LEVELS:  11-12     SEMESTERS:  1     PREREQ:  Drafting 1

ELECTIVE
This course will provide approximately nine weeks of study on gas engines.  The function, tear-down and rebuilding procedures will be covered.  Students work in groups of two always with the same partner in each section.  The second nine weeks consists of auto tune-up, trouble shooting, maintenance and winterizing.  Basic automobile care will be covered.  This course is open to senior boys and girls and also juniors who have been approved to participate in the NIACC ACADEMY program.  We cover overhauling, parts, functions, disassembly and assembly, brakes, alternators, starters, carburetors, lubrication and more.  Projects for the semester will be to rebuild a car, tractor or truck (2 or 3 students per group) and to have it running upon completion of the semester.

ELECTIVE

This course will provide students with general knowledge of auto body.  The students will cover units in body shop operation, auto body shop safety practices, and they will have time to either work on their own or schools projects.  The students will learn about surface preparation on different materials.  They will learn about refinishing materials, they will learn how to apply different finishing materials.  We will also have the unit on custom painting and body designs.  We will discuss different careers opportunities in the auto body field.

100 General Math I (Pre-Algebra II)
GRADE LEVEL:
9
SEMESTERS: 2


Reviews and extends the basic concepts of fractions, decimals, percents, ratio and proportion and problem solving.  The second semester will be dedicated to the introduction of more advanced algebra concepts to help prepare students to be successful in Algebra I.

101/109 Algebra I
GRADE LEVEL:
8-10
SEMESTERS: 2


Strongly recommended to any student who is interested in post-secondary education.  This class covers the general language and structure of algebra.  Major areas of study included in this course are: solving simple equations, polynomials, factoring, graphs and functions, solving systems of linear equations, and inequalities.  Algebra I is the foundation for higher level courses in mathematics, science and computers.  An emphasis is placed on the student’s ability to read and interpret mathematical situations.
201 Geometry
GRADE LEVEL:
9-12
SEMESTERS: 2
PREREQUISITE: Algebra I


Geometry is an in-depth study of simple two and sometimes three dimensional figures, building from points, lines and planes up to several different planar and spatial features.  In this course there in an introduction to the use of deductive and inductive reasoning to prove and solve problems involving parallelism, congruency, and similarity.  An emphasis is placed on the student’s ability to find area of triangles, circles and different types of polygons.

300 General Math II
GRADE LEVEL:
11-12
SEMESTERS: 2

PREREQUISITE: Algebra I


Review of basic operations of addition, subtraction, multiplying and division of rational numbers.  A concentrated study of problems dealing with percentage, ratios, proportions and the metric system.  Student are also exposed to a short introductory units of geometry and algebra.  Students will become involved in units discussing taxes, insurance, banking and other important life skills.  Students are encouraged to understand the importance of mathematics in their everyday lives.  Students will write a research paper as part of this class.
301 Algebra II/Trigonometry
GRADE LEVEL: 10-12
SEMESTERS: 2
PREREQ: Algebra I,  Geometry is recommended
ELECTIVE

Algebra II involves reviews of basic material from earlier work in Algebra I.  In addition Algebra II expands the student’s experiences to involve a better understanding of linear relationships and quadratic functions.  An introduction of conic segments and logarithms also is an important part of the course.  Fourth quarter work includes a continued introduction to trigonometric concepts first introduced in Geometry, and an introduction to the use of matrices. Students studying trigonometry will become familiar with the use of basic trigonometric functions and how they are associated with advanced fields of study.  Students will become familiar with radian measures and be able to graph each of the six trig functions.  Incorporating the use of graphing calculators and computer software is a current and ongoing goal.  In the second half of the year all students will be introduced to the study of elementary calculus principles such as limits, derivatives and integrals.

110 Physical Science
GRADE LEVEL: 9
SEMESTERS:  2






REQUIRED
Science 9 offers a basic introduction to physical laws and chemical processes. The course will include measurements using the International ( metric) System of measurements.  It is divided into two main areas of study: Basic principles of physics (motion, energy and waves) and basic principles of chemistry (composition of and changes in matter) In  addition the basic methods of science and problem solving will be stressed.  This course is taught using a variety of methods including hands-on experimentation, group activities, lecture, discussion, and problem solving.

GRADE LEVEL: 10
SEMESTERS: 2






REQUIRED 

Biology is the sophomore level required science course.  It is also a prerequisite for other biological science classes in high school and college.  Topics include characteristics of life, cell structure and function, genetics and human heredity, classification of living organisms, invertebrate and vertebrate animals, plants, and microorganisms.  This course is taught using a variety of methods including projects, group activities, hands-on experimentation, dissections, lecture, discussion, and problem-solving.

Post-Secondary Enrollment Option Classes (PSEO)

Requirements for enrolling in a PSEO class:

1. Students must be proficient in reading, math and science as determined by ITED scores

2. Students must have exemplary attendance

3. Students/Parents will sign a PSEO agreement which outlines financial liability if student fails the course

4. Students taking a Comp or Math course thru NIACC must take the ACT or Compass exam for placement.

5. Students taking any PSEO through Iowa Lakes must take the ACT or Compass exam.
Students taking PSEO classes will receive both college and high school credit for the class. Grades from PSEO classes are calculated into a student’s high school cumulative GPA.

Although students from Ventura typically take college classes through North Iowa Area Community College in Mason City, distance learning classes and WEB-based classes may be available from other public and private colleges in Iowa.

Advanced Placement Classes
Advanced Placement (AP) Classes are offered through the Iowa On-Line AP Academy, which is funded through the Belin-Blank Center at the University of Iowa. The classes are independent-study on-line classes.  Students access their assignments on a website and the class is taught by an accredited AP teacher. 
Requirements for Enrollment in an AP Course:

1. Students must have recommendation from area instructor/principal
2. Student must have exemplary attendance

3. Student/Parent will sign a AP agreement which outlines policies for exams and withdrawing from the course

At the end of the school year students will take the AP Exam for their class and may earn college credit by scoring a 4 or 5 (on a 1-5 scale) on that exam.
Articulated Classes
Students who take articulated classes at Ventura as a junior or senior and earn a B grade or higher, may receive college credit for the listed classes if they attend NIACC after graduation. Check with the school counselor for a complete listing of articulated classes between Ventura HS and NIACC classes.

Alternative Program
The Alternative Program serves students from the Ventura, Garner-Hayfield, and Clear Lake Community School Districts. The principal, with input from the school counselor, teachers and parents reviews applications for admission into the Alternative Program.
